SUMMARY REPORT

The 1%t virtual meeting of the National, Sub-regional, Regional and Youth IGF Initiatives
(NRIs) of the IGF 2021 preparatory cycle, took place on 26 January 2021 at 15:00 p.m. UTC.

The meeting was hosted by the IGF Secretariat’s NRIs Focal Point. The final, adopted version
of the Agenda is attached to this document as Annex Al and a list of meeting participants as
Annex A2.

Summary of key points

1.

The Host welcomed participants to the first planning meeting of the 16™ IGF preparatory
cycle. It was reminded that the purpose of this meeting is to agree on the annual NRIs
workplan.

The discussion began with discussing forms of the NRIs collective participation at the 16
annual IGF meeting, to be hosted from 6-10 December 2021 in Katowice, Poland. It was
agreed that the NRIs will work on preparing and hosting the following set of activities: (1)
main session; (2) up to six collaborative sessions; (3) coordination session; and (4) booth
at IGF Village. For the collaborative sessions, the Italian IGF coordinator noted that the NRls
could work more toward a meaningful integration into the other sessions and creating
synergies with other participating stakeholders. In addition, the coordinator of the Bolivia
IGF remarked that the NRIs would need to carefully deliver their planning, including the
number of the NRIs collaborative sessions, according to the format of the IGF 2021 annual
meeting, as well as to factor in if the NRIs representatives will be able to attend in person or
to participate online.

The MAG Chair said that the IGF’s Best Practice Forums (BPF) consider hosting a mid-year
get-together as a half day event, to reflect on the work done so far. The Chair further shared
a suggestion for this practice to be considered by the NRIs. It was agreed that this proposal
will be communicated to the NRIs in writing.

The NRIs agreed on the following timeline of the above-named activities: a) NRIs workplan
to be approved around 15% of February; b) Call for issues to define NRIs sessions focus to be
opened in March with up to ten weeks allocated for collecting responses.

Participants then discussed the concept of the NRIs Observatory. The Italian IGF reminded of
the ideas shared on this concept in past. It was said that the observatory would serve to
bring up good practices and issues of priorities among the NRIs and could support
strengthening linkages among stakeholders on the NRIs levels, but also internationally. Also,
it was added that the observatory could help streamline the thematic focus among the NRIs.



There was one comment that remarked on the importance of the observatory’s availability
in other languages. Some NRIs offered to lead the work on further developing this idea, such
as the Kenya IGF and Chad IGF. It was agreed that this concept will be added to the
workplan for further consultations on its possible implementation, depending on the NRIs
bottom-up consensus and the IGF Secretariat’s capacity. In the meantime, the Secretariat
was asked to collect good practices of the existing observatories for the NRIs visualization of
a possible design of the observatory that might be built.

The Secretariat reminded the NRIs of the last year’s outlined cooperating mechanisms
(image below) between the intersessional work and the NRls, expressing its commitment to
continue working with the NRIs, as well as the intersessional work focal points, to advance
this matter. It was suggested that a dedicated call is hosted between the NRIs and the IGF
2021 intersessional workstreams, to assess the last’s years possible cooperative
mechanisms and this year’s methodology of the intersessional workstreams.

For the sake of supporting the engagement of governments and parliamentarians in the
NRIs processes, it was agreed that the IGF Secretariat, in cooperating with the NRIs,
develops briefing materials that could help to inform these groups and attract their
attention. On the proposal to jointly build a contact database of these groups’
representatives, to have them invited to the NRIs and the IGF’s annual meeting, some
participants advised to wait until the Secretariat devotes enough capacity to a sustainable
engagement of these groups. The Secretariat said it will inform the group on relevant
updates on the engagement with governments and parliamentarians, related strategy and
cooperative mechanismes.

The Secretariat confirmed that the internal planning on the possibility of allocating financial
grants to the eligible NRls, is underway. The NRIs were asked to continue informing the
Secretariat about the dates and formats of their annual meetings, as it would help internal
planning on the matter.

The Secretariat also informed about the its exchanges with the Microsoft’s office in Geneva
on possible cooperative capacity development workshops on digital transformation and



cybersecurity, which could also extend to the NRIs and invite the NRIs coordinators to
cooperate. Further updates were said to be shared.

10. The Secretariat also shared a proposal for an advanced communication strategy to raise
visibility of the NRIs and support the community in receiving concrete information on the
NRIs pertinent information. Because of the lack of time during this meeting, participants
were invited to communicate their feedback on the communication strategy through the
NRIs mailing list. The following activities were briefly presented:

e Announcing NRIs annual meetings via IGF Twitter and Facebook accounts on the day of the
meeting’s start date. A reminder of the NRIs annual meeting on the day of its start, would
also be sent to the NRIs mailing list by the IGF Secretariat or by the NRIs coordinator.

e Monthly update (newsletter-like) to be sent to the NRIs mailing list announcing NRIs annual
meetings and other relevant updates, including monthly updates on the IGF 2021. The
update would be during the first week of each month, at earliest convenience.

e The NRs section will be part of the IGF’s monthly newsletter.

e NRIs would be presented at the IGF’s Instagram® account through visual & textual post,
agreed between the IGF Secretariat and NRIs focal point. Through a weekly Instagram
category “#IGF2021 Present: Name of the NRI”, essential information would be shared about
that particular NRI. Between one and five NRIs could be presented during one week.

e |GF Secretariat is at the NRIs coordinators’ disposal should there be interest to conduct an
interview related to announcing the NRIs annual meetings or announcing their major outputs
and outcomes. The interviews would be published on the IGF’s YouTube account and widely
disseminated through the IGF’s social media accounts. With a same purpose, blogs could be
drafted by the IGF Secretariat and NRIs coordinator and published on the IGF website,
promoted over the IGF’s social media.

e NRIs annual meetings will be included in the IGF’s calendar and reflected on the NRIs pages
on the IGF website, as announced by the NRIs coordinators. It is possible to add an indication
of a month when the annual meeting is expected to take place with confirming the date on a
later stage. NRIs are advised to share any pertinent information, including the date/venue
and agenda of the annual meetings, as well as website and social media URLs, to be included
in the calendar.

Next Steps

3. Afull summary report will be sent to the NRIs mailing list along with a workplan outline for
the NRIs feedback and approval during February.

4. Next meeting: Next meeting will be hosted during the last week of February. A doodle poll
will be sent one week before the proposed meeting options.
