The 3™ virtual meeting of the National, Sub-regional, Regional and Youth IGF Initiatives (NRIs) of the
IGF 2021 preparatory cycle, took place on 14 April 2021 at 15:00 p.m. UTC.

The meeting was hosted by the IGF Secretariat’s NRIs Focal Point. The final, adopted version of the
Agenda is attached to this document as Annex Al and a list of meeting participants as Annex A2. The
list of meeting inputs is annexed as Annex A3.

Summary of key points

The Host welcomed participants to the third planning meeting of the 16" IGF preparatory cycle.

While the meeting initially was scheduled to plan the development of the briefing materials for the
engagement of governments and parliaments in the NRIs processes, the Host reminded that the
primary focus is to remember a dear friend and colleague, the coordinator of the African IGF, Mr.
Makane Faye, who unexpectedly and suddenly lost his life.

Participants continued to exchange memories and words to honour the life and legacy of Mr.
Makane Faye, noting with great sadness his passing and reiterating his extraordinary contributions
to the development of Internet governance ecosystem in Africa and globally.

After this part, the last couple of minutes focused on gathering inputs for the design and content of
a briefing package the NRIs could develop to use when approaching governments and parliaments
for engagement in their processes. The Host opened this discussion by sharing the draft
document/brochure developed on the basis of NRIs-available content produced so far and invited
for comments.

Participants agreed that the document should have a clear outline of reasons why the targeted
stakeholders should engage in the processes, including to exchange good practices and experiences
with same stakeholder groups from other regions, as well as to exercise their accountability and
willingness for a meaningful engagement with other stakeholders.

Participants said that the NRIs map should be part of the document as a visual testament to a global
spread of the NRlIs. It was further added that the document could include a description of a
successful example of the engagement of parliaments into the NRIs processes. The NRIs Focal Point
was tasked to explore these cases, starting from the Kenyan IGF whose coordinator spoke on this
subject during the NRIs coordination session at the IGF 2019 in Berlin.

It was also agreed that the first draft of the document should be submitted to the member of the
Italian Parliament who serves on the IGF 2021 Multistakeholder Advisory Group (MAG) for a
feedback and expert advice on the content and form.

The coordinator of EuroDIG followed up by advising that the NRIs could develop a concrete plan of
engaging parliamentarians into their annual meeting’s programmes. This year’s EuroDIG was given
as an example, as the Forum plans to host a parliamentary track® focused on issues of relevance for
parliamentarians in the region. As for the contacts, it was added that one contact usually leads to
another one, building a solid network with time.

Some participants noted the importance of capacity building for parliamentarians. The Host said this
idea will be further discussed with the Secretariat’s management and to follow up.

One participant said that the document could be up to seven pages long, making it easier for the
NRlIs to possibly translate it to other languages.

The NRIs participants were also reminded to respond to the call for thematic inputs which would
help define the thematic focus of all NRIs sessions at the IGF 2021. The initial deadline of 3 May was
extended to 26 May to have it aligned with other IGF 2021 call for session proposals’ deadlines.

The Host also confirmed that this year’s IGF 2021 will include a high-level leaders track, upon being
asked by a few participants.
