This track will focus on discussions on the fundamental challenge of ensuring the benefits of the data
revolution to contribute to inclusive economic development while protecting the rights of people.

ENVIRONMENT

This track aims to understand the interdependences between the use of Internet and digital technologies
to preserve the environment, but also to threaten its sustainability. It will consider how the positive
impacts of ICTs for climate action can be enhanced while minimizing any negative impact.

INCLUSION

Inclusion track aims to engage the IG community on the issues, challenges, and solutions for the
achievement of an equitable and inclusive Internet.

TRUST

It will provide opportunities to discuss strategies and best practices for protecting both systems and
users, along with the appropriate roles and responsibilities of governments, industry and other
stakeholders, while taking into account multidisciplinary perspectives.

» Fit proposal under one of 4 themes: (1) Data; (2) Environment;
(3) Inclusion; (4) Trust.

» Submit relevant and well-explained issue-focused proposal content

» Indicate diversity representation of policy perspectives

» Confirm 3 speakers with represented diversity among them (e.g. gender,
regional and stakeholder group, youth, persons with disabilities etc.)

» Know your moderators and rapporteurs

v" Format consistency with content

v Diversity (diversity of perspective, supported by experience, gender, region,
stakeholder group, inclusion of youth and persons from under-represented or

marginalized groups. List a min. of 3 provisionally confirmed speakers and limit the
number of speakers to no more than 5).

v Quality of content
v’ Interaction - outline effective plan for engagement between speakers, online and

onsite participants.

Final score = average of grades received by MAG members

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IGF 2020 Call for Open Forums

 Governments, treaty-based international organizations and
global organizations with international scope and presence,
with operations across regions, dealing with Internet
governance-related issues can propose to organize an open
forum until 22 April 2020.

 What are the requirements?

» Proposal should focus on a proposer’s Internet
governance-pertinent activities. The format should allow
sufficient time for questions and discussions.
