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In December 2015, for the first time, Council of Europe organized National Internet
Governance Forum in Georgia.

Mr. Merab Katamadze, Commissioner at Georgian National Communications Commission, in his welcoming
speech expressed his appreciation and gratitude to both, host party and to guests. Mr. Katamadze introduced the
amendment in Georgian constitution that addresses the right of internet freedom and starting from December
16, it gives every Georgian citizen a constitutional right to use internet and to have access to internet.
Furthermore, he reported novelties formed by Georgian National Communication Commission. The first novelty
refers to the quality control system that enables every user to control the quality by special application. The
second very important decision sets the new regulation in the wholesale market, which takes out all the barriers
of competition. The third regulation introduced by GNCC addresses the mobile communication market and
enforce the decrease in communication tariffs in the wholesale market. These new regulations will retain and
will support competition in the communication market.

Mr. Vahan Hovsepian, Relations Officer, Central Asia and Caucasus, RIPE NCC, noticed that internet community of
Georgia is in the development and in the move. Internet community of Georgia is a part of RIPE community as
well. Mr. Hovsepian pointed out that RIPE NCC has a really good cooperation history with Georgia and they have
signed a memorandum of understanding with GNCC in 2017 and action plan also have been signed. Action plan
consists of activities to be delivered in Georgia during 2018.

Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN) made a presentation about Universal Acceptance basics. As
the global internet expands and includes new scripts and internationalized domain names (for example, Georgian IDN
ccTLD .9 ) users across the world can get access to more online content and services in the languages they speak. The
success of this online space development depends a lot on the readiness of various platforms to embrace technologies
beyond it. Universal acceptance means that your usage of mail and other everyday applications is seamless regardless
of the script as they rely on software updated to allow for the best IDN functionality. ICANN is joining other partners
calling on ISPs, developers, CIOs and other technical experts and decision makers to take steps to embed existing
technical solutions into user-facing systems.

(.GE), claimed that, as an upper level administrator of the country domain.ge, “Caucasus Online” implemented
an important change regarding starting the administrator-registrator model in the .ge zone. Starting from
April 16 2018, .GE domain registration and administration rules were updated and presented. According to
these rules, “Caucasus Online” undertakes the administration part while registration is supported by 12
different registrators. Throughout this reform, Caucasus Online sighed a memorandum with the disputes
resolution center — World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO); Furthermore, the advisory board has
been formed in order to engage stakeholders in the .ge domain name management and administration process.

Ms. Khatuna Injia, deputy director In Legal issues, Ltd “Systemnet”, discussed issues related to getting and distributing information through the
internet, which these issues cover legal and illegal contents. She focused on only copyright and neighboring rights in terms of internet televisions
and broadcasters. Ms. Injia noted that in European countries all prohibitions on internet content is imposed by the court based on motivated
decision. In Georgia, prohibition on access to some internet content comes from regulatory commission during last 18 years. As a
recommendations, she pointed out that changes in the law of electronic communication and the broadcasting law are crucial, as the principles of
Association Agreement should be replicated and reflected into these changes

Intellectual Property Center of Georgia talked about the responsibilities of intermediate service
providers and copyrights. Internet becomes increasing and comprehensive tool for personal
communications and commerce around the world. With its development it is crucial to define right and
duty of intermediate service providers so called and put them in the frame of law, which is not a case in
Georgian legislation at this time. Mr. Kasradze considers, that defining above mentioned issues on
legislation level provides the balance between rights of copyright owners, persons involved in internet
business and consumers.

As a result of May 10, 2018 National Communications Commission’s Resolution, Internet users leverage =
the company's access to the Internet quality in the contract, which, on its side, creates prerequisite to =
guarantees rights and interests of internet users.
